Statement of Work

 The 2011 Benin DHS - EMICoV Survey (EDS IV – EMICoV 2011) is being undertaken to obtain current estimates of key indicators needed to measure progress toward the achievement of the Government of Senegal’s goals in population, health and nutrition.  

The 2011 DHS-EMICoV will cover a sample of 750 clusters (approximately 18,000 households and 10,000 women age 15-49 years old).  In addition, a sub-sample of one-third of the total of households in the sample will be selected in which all men age 15-59 years will be eligible.  All women and all men eligible for the survey in this sub-sample of households will also be eligible for the HIV test.  Moreover, in this sub-sample of households, all women and all men eligible for the survey as well as all children under 5 years of age will be eligible for the anemia test.  Finally, in this household sub-sample, all children under age 5 will be eligible for parasitemia testing, and all women eligible for the survey as well as all children under age 5 will be eligible to be measured and weighed in order to determine their nutritional status.

The Institut National de la Statistique et de l’Analyse Economique (INSAE) will be responsible for implementing the  2011 DHS-EMICoV Survey (EDS IV – EMICoV 2011). ICF Macro and its technical partners :  The Programme National de Lutte contre le Sida (PNLS), le Programme National de Lutte contre le Paludisme, le laboratoire de Parasitologie, de la Faculté des Sciences de la Santé (FSS) de l’Université d’Abomey-Calavi (Parasitology laboratory) will provide technical assistance through its contract with the United States Agency for International Development (USAID). This assistance concerns all aspects of the survey: preparation of questionnaires and manuals, training of field personnel data processing programs and tabulation, data analysis, laboratory testing and analysis (HIV and parasitemia) and data dissemination
Under le laboratoire de Parasitologie, de la Faculté des Sciences de la Santé (FSS) de l’Université d’Abomey-Calavi (Parasitology laboratory) was selected to:

1) Train field staff of the 2011 DHS-EMICoV Survey (EDS IV – EMICoV 2011) on how to collect blood from children under 5 years old, and how to use the Rapid Diagnostic Test devise for the detection of all malarial parasites;
2) Train field staff of the 2011 DHS-EMICoV Survey (EDS IV – EMICoV 2011) on how to collect thick blood smear on a microscopic slide from children under 5 years old;

3) Supervise field activities;

5) Undertake microscopic examination of approximately 6,000 samples of thick blood smears from children under 5 years old as well as data entry and analysis.

6) 300 samples (5% of all the samples) will be sent to a referency parasitology for quality assurance.
